   	£150 pays for a hospice nurse to stay


overnight in a patient’s home when the 


patient is very unwell and wishes to remain 


at home.


   	£250 pays for an out-patient to attend 


the day hospice once a week.


   	£800 could buy a syringe driver to help control pain.


   	£1,500 could purchase a hydraulic mattress.


   	£7,000 is the average cost of an inpatient’s treatment


   	£30,000 covers the full weekly cost of our home care services.

   	All our services are provided completely free of charge to patients and their families. 


   	We employ 140 doctors, nurses and specialist clinical staff.
